FACULTY RECOMMENDATION  
(Form 2) 
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Participation in the ILLINOIS CENTRAL COLLEGE (ICC) study abroad program is 
conditional upon the understanding and following of specific behaviors, rules of the host 
country and your home institution, and accountability for one’s actions while participating 
in the program.  Therefore, ICC and its representatives, as well as those in charge of ICC 
programs on site, have full authority to enforce agreed-upon standards.
