e Oversee and provide leadership for the program and student service needs
of students in Ireland.

e Assist lllinois students with the adjustment to living in a different culture.

Assist with coordination of activities and field trips of the academic program

with appropriate officers of Carlow College.

Attend all sessions of The Irish Experience Class.

Serve as chaperone on all field trips.

Monitor students’ independent travel.

Perform administrative duties of the program as needed.

Provide advisement to students as needed.

Hold on-campus office hours.

Through the appropriate officers of Carlow College, assist in solving

problems which arise for lllinois personnel.

e Provide all appropriate information and communicate regularly with the
program coordinator at Kishwaukee College.

e Attend the student/faculty orientation prior to assignment (usually held one
Saturday in November or July).

e Assist with recruiting future participants.

e Assist with future faculty/student orientation sessions.

e Perform other duties as may be needed by ICISP.
