Your high
school transcript must indicate your ACT, cumulative
grade point average (GPA) on a four-point scale, and
your current class rank.

4. Submit at least 1 recommendation form
(from a principal, teacher, guidance counselor, or someone
who is familiar with your academic work) to the Program
Coordinator. You may submit more than one form.

5. Complete the Free Application for Federal
Student Aid (FAFSA – available at ICC’s Financial
Assistance Office or online at www.fafsa.ed.gov). The
Illinois Central College Title IV code for the form is
006753. (If you have already filed the FASFA but 
did not include Illinois Central College among 
the colleges to which award information was 
reported, you must contact the agency and 
request the information be sent to ICC.)
